TRAINING  

Prospective Master Gardeners will complete a 

55 hour comprehensive Core Preparation 

Course. Master Gardeners, for example, will 

receive education in soils, ornamental plant 

care, IPM, and Food Gardening. After 

completing the course, Master Gardeners will 

create a Community Action Project.  

VOLUNTEER WORK  

Volunteers commit to 40 hours per year in 

their first two years of service and 20 hours 

per year after the initial 2 year commitment. 

We have numerous projects that fit every 

interest or volunteers can start their own 

gardening project. Our active team of Master 

Gardeners are a friendly, knowledgeable 

group.
